Casey Bennetto’s scathingly hilarious lyrics tear through the reign and tragic fall of the Placido Domingo of Australian politics, Paul Keating. Part French farce, part Greek tragedy, and all Australian history, “the country soul opera we had to have” transports you back to a time far less politically grey as it charts the rise, fall and rise again of an antique clock collector from Bankstown.
Bennetto’s Keating! burst into life at the Melbourne International Comedy Festival in March 2005. The production won all available awards at the Festival and the pattern was repeated in a short five night season at the Sydney Opera House in August 2005 followed by sold-out seasons in Adelaide, Brisbane and Darwin in 2006. Casey teamed up with Neil Armfield to make his outlandish and biting musical even bigger and better and the show took Sydney by storm with a nine and a half week sold-out season at Belvoir St Theatre and two sold out seasons at the Seymour Centre. Owing to this incredible demand, Keating! returned again to the Seymour Centre for another sold out five weeks in 2007 before sold-out seasons in Melbourne, Sydney, Adelaide, Brisbane, Perth and elsewhere including a return season at the 2007 Melbourne International Comedy Festival. It finally closed on August 31, 2008. On August 20, 2008, ABC2 broadcast a live performance of the show from Sydney's Seymour Theatre Centre; the recording was released on DVD in November, 2008. 
Mr Keating, Prime Minister from 1991 to 1996, saw the show at least three times and bestowed the ultimate praise when he took his mother.
